Target Organs - Some studies have shown that severe over-exposure to 2-butoxyethanol (Butyl Cellosolve)
may cause breakdown of mature circulating red blood cells. In laboratory rats it has also been suggested as a
cause of kidney and liver abnormalities. In laboratory rats 2-hydroxyethylamine has also been suggested as a
cause of kidney abnormalities. Exposure to these two ingredients was tested by personal air monitoring following
NIOSH methods. This was done in an average sized grocery store during a 7 hour period of stripping. The
highest 8 hour TWA for both ingredients was well below the limits shown in Section 8 above.
